· Australian identity largely unresolved because of this

· Three understandings of what citizenship means

· Federation debates failed to define citizenship

· More concerned with whom to keep out than with who we were

· First legislation of Commonwealth dealt with exclusion

· Status of Australian citizen created in 1948

· Renewed interest in question in 1990s

- “citizenship cornerstone of national identity”

· 9/11 and its implications – the “citizenship test”

· Cronulla riots and our identity problem
